The boldest distinction of Christian schooling
is declaring that it is in the business of extolling the wisdom of God as its highest priority.

According to Proverbs 22:6, Christian parents have the responsibility to train their children in the way
they should go. When parents delegate a part of this task to the school, it is our conviction and goal as
a Christian school to partner and harmonize with basic Biblical values and beliefs in the home. In the

words of Dr. Bruce Lockerbie: ifithe priorities of CI

Have You Heard The Exciting News?

In response to an urgent need, a small group of families has taken leadership
in acquiring two new 24-passenger activity busses for the school.

Most of you are aware of the tragic accident that happened in New Brunswick
last year. A 15 passenger van full of students was in a horrific accident and
fatalities resulted. In response to this tragedy, most school jurisdictions placed
an outright ban on the use of 15 passenger vehicles. Before this ban, many of
our middle and high school groups (sports, drama, music, outdoor education)

had been renting these types of vehicles; they were the cornerstone of our
tournament transportation plan for school teams.

Recognizing the need for the safe transportation of their children, three families have stepped forward, and
after considering many different options have put their money where their hearts are. They have put together a
plan for the purchase of two new 24 passenger vehicles and they have stepped forward in faith - $16,000 each
has already been given. This start has us 30% of the way there. They are confident that there are many parents
just like them who want to ensure the safety of their children and who are willing to join with them in this
transportation solution. Will you join them? Do you know someone else who would like to join them? The
school has committed to pay $19,000 for the taxes on these vehicles. It would be awesome to see many others
stepping forward to join with these 3 families to turn this transportation dream into reality.

Having two activity busses at our disposal will not only help to save our school families a lot

il of money, but it will also enable us to expand our curriculum experience. Sports teams

- about this new transportation era at our school.

We are confident that every family in our school is going to benefit from this purchase and we know
that many people will be motivated to join with this group in their commitment to providing such a
valuable resource to the school.
